Highlights

Overall, current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were less •	
likely to report having a very close relationship with their mother or 
father (see tables 178 and 182).

This finding is reflected in overall assessments of how well students •	
feel their parents understand them and how much affection they receive 
from their parents. Overall, current smokers, drug users, gamblers 
and drinkers more frequently reported that they receive little or very 
little affection from their parents and that they didn’t feel their parents 
understood them (see tables 175, 176, and 179, 181).

Similarly, current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were far •	
less likely to report that they received a great deal of fairness from either 
their mother or their father and were far more likely to report that they 
receive very little fairness from either their mother or their father (see 
tables 176 and 180).

Smokers, current drug users, drinkers and gamblers were more likely to •	
report that their parents did not get along with each other very well (see 
table 183).

Overall, current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers reported •	
being less integrated into their family—for example, being less likely 
to have dinner with their families. They reported less often that they 
regularly participate in family activities and reported more often that 
their parents were not aware of their whereabouts after school or at night 
when they go out. In addition, current smokers, drug users, gamblers 
and drinkers more frequently reported that their parents did not know 
who they spend their time with outside of the family (see tables 184 to 
187).

Current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were more likely to •	
report that they did not have a set curfew (see table 188).

Overall, current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were less •	
likely to report that their parents disapproved of their substance use or 
behaviour. Drinking was reported to be a generally more acceptable 
behaviour to parents, while almost all students reported that their 
parents disapproved of their using drugs. Note, however, that few 
students indicated that their parents approved of their behaviour. 
Rather, they were more likely to say their parents neither approved nor 
disapproved (see tables 189 to 192).
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Current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were more likely than non-users to •	
report that someone in their immediate family has had a severe drug, alcohol or gambling 
problem (see table 193).

Similarly, current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were more likely to report •	
that someone in their immediate family smoked cigarettes, cigars or pipes (see table 194).

Overall, current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were •	
more likely to report that some or most of their friends smoke, drink 
or gamble. Similarly, more smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers 
than non-users reported that their friends have used cannabis or other 
drugs (see tables 195, 196 and 198 to 200).

Furthermore, current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were •	
far more likely to report that a few, most or all of their close friends 
break the law (see table 197).

More than three-quarters (78.6%) of students felt that their friends push •	
them to do interesting things that they would not normally do otherwise. 
Current drinkers were more likely to report this than non-drinkers, while 
all other groups were the same (see table 201).

The majority of students (85.9%) take their friends’ opinions into •	
account when making a decision. The percentage was lower for current 
smokers (73.9%) (see table 202).

All user groups were more likely than non-users to report that their •	
friends sometimes push them to do foolish or stupid things (see table 
203).

Current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were more likely to •	
report that they had attended events where alcohol and other drugs were 
consumed (see table 205).

Overall, the majority of all students reported that a number of activities •	
aimed at youth were available in their communities. For example, sports 
teams, both school-based and community-based, were available in most 
communities, whereas there was some variation in terms of availability 
of other activities such as Boys and Girls Clubs, scouting and other 
clubs aimed at youth (see tables 206 to 211).

Current smokers were less likely than non-smokers were to report •	
that sports teams were available in their community, whereas current 
gamblers and drinkers were more likely than non-gamblers and non-
drinkers to report that sports teams were available (see table 207).

Current smokers were less likely than non-smokers to report that •	
scouting and other organized activities were available in their 
community (see tables 208 and 211).

Current smokers, gamblers, and drinkers were less likely to report that •	
Boys and Girls Clubs were available in their community but were more 
likely to report that 4-H clubs were available (see tables 209 and 210).

Current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were less likely to •	
report that they participate in any organized activities such as after-hours 
school sports, community sports, other organized activities, church 
groups and other clubs. They were more likely to report that they get 
together with their friends to hang out at the mall or party (see tables 
212 to 218).

Overall, current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were •	
more likely to report that there were problems in their neighbourhood 
associated with excessive drinking, burglaries and groups of people 
causing problems (see tables 220 to 222).

Current smokers, drug users, gamblers and drinkers were less likely •	
than their non-using counterparts to suggest that unrest due to ethnic, 
racial, or religious differences was a problem or a big problem in their 
neighbourhood (see table 223).

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Considerations for future implementation of TAYES 

Response rates

To ensure the generalizability of TAYES results, response rates at the school 
and student levels must be improved. Since only half (51%) of the schools 
that were approached to participate in the survey granted approval, awareness 
about the importance and utility of the research should be increased. The 
engagement of school administrators could be attained by developing targeted 
communications emphasizing the benefits of the research. Initiating the school 
selection process before the start of the school year in order to receive priority 
before other research and classtime demands would also be beneficial.

At the student level, less than half (38%) of students invited to participate in 
the research completed the survey. To increase student response rates, both 
students and their parents must be engaged and the consent process must 
be reinforced. For example, by disseminating information about TAYES in 
school newsletters, parents will be made aware of the benefits of the research. 
If additional reminders are included in the consent process, students will be 
more likely to return signed consent forms. 

Methodology

While the first three cycles of TAYES involved paper surveys, the introduction 
of web-based surveying may increase response rates, data quality, and 
administration efficiency, as well as reducing the cost. Considerations include 
schools’ capacity to provide computer lab time and the impact of potentially 
different response rates of the paper- and web-based surveys.

High-risk youth

Since high-risk youth are less likely to be included in the school sample, it is 
important to supplement TAYES findings with additional research on high-
risk youth. In addition to TAYES, Alberta Health Services should expand its 
youth research to include adolescents not enrolled in or attending traditional 
schools.

Special setting and other schools

Since TAYES only samples students in the Public, Separate, Francophone, and 
Charter school systems, supplemental research is needed to capture students 
enrolled in the Federal school system, including schools located on reserves 
and military bases.
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School-level reporting

When approached to participate in TAYES, several schools expressed an 
interest in receiving school-level reports. Principals mentioned that results 
would be useful for in-school programming and identifying emerging 
substance-related issues specific to their school. Considerations would include 
Alberta Health Services’ capacity to generate and review additional reports 
and sufficiently brief the school to understand the results (e.g. generalizability 
of small sample sizes, understanding implications of results). Also, when 
reporting results by school, it is necessary to ensure that the confidentiality of 
students is maintained and that no individual student is identifiable.

Questionnaire

TAYES is a tracking survey, therefore it is important to maintain core 
indicators. However, as new issues emerge in substance use and new 
research on risk and protective factors and assessment tools develop, TAYES 
instrument must be updated to reflect changes in youth substance use research. 
As TAYES questionnaire evolves, it is important to maintain consistency with 
other surveys (e.g., adult substance use surveys and other student surveys 
across Canada).
